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Guest Information

Reception Hours: 8:30am to 7:00pm - please ensure you settle your
account and purchase any provisions during these hours.
We stock: phone cards, milk, ice-cream, ice, drinks & confectionery.

Departure and Check in Times: Departure time is 10.00am and
check in is after 1:00pm. Please vacate your unit and return key to
Reception by 10.00am - Thank you.

Caravans/Campervans: Must have a current electrical WOF and
comply with the current LPG Standard (NZS 5428:1996). All caravans and
campervans must have a waste water container — waste water, and
chemical toilets are to be emptied in the dump station only.

Tents: When connecting to power boxes, you must have an approved
isolating transformer or RCD safety switch.

Pools: Open from 8.30am to 7:30pm when the gate is locked. Pools are
emptied and cleaned each night. There is no charge to campers. Pool
rules are displayed by the gate - please ensure that children understand
them. Children under the age of 13 years must be supervised by an adult
at all times. The small pool is for adults only. Please wash sand off before
entering pool area. For your safety, the pool area is monitored with a
security camera. Children under 3 yrs must wear approved swimming
nappies - available from Reception.

Rubbish: Recycle, Recycle, Recycle!! Please carefully separate
recyclables (newspaper, cardboard, bottles, cans, milk bottles) into their
appropriate containers in the recycling area.

Visitors: In the interests of site security, all visitors to your site must
report to Reception on arrival to sign the Visitor’'s Register.

All visitors’ cars must be parked on the reserve area outside the park.
Visitors to your site are your responsibility, and are required to pay for the
use of the pools. Visitors are required to depart by 9.00pm please.

Kitchen & Toilet Block: In consideration of others, when you have
finished using the kitchen or sinks, please wipe down surfaces with the
cloths provided. Do not fillet fish in the kitchen - use the fish cleaning
station behind site 43. The toilet/shower areas are closed for cleaning
(10.00am — 10.30am for Mens and 10.30am — 11.00am for Womens). The
kitchen is closed for cleaning 11.00am — 11.30am. Please use the toilets
and showers in the pool changing rooms during these times.

Cars: One vehicle per site - additional vehicles, boats etc to be parked in
designated area.

Laundry: The washers take $2 coins and the dryers take $1 & $2 coins.
Washing powder sachets available at Reception ($1).

Telephone: A card phone is located outside the park entrance.

Internet: Situated at Games Room ($2.00/15 minutes) and is available
from 8.30am -9.30pm. Wireless access available, ask at Reception.

Noise/Conduct: Athenree Hot Springs & Holiday Park is a Family
camp. Noise levels must be kept to a minimum between 10:00pm and
7.00am. Excessive noise and unruly behaviour will not be tolerated.
Management reserves the right to refuse admission to, or to remove from
the Park, any person who in their opinion does not conduct themselves in
a reasonable manner. No refund will be made in such circumstances.

Plug in & ‘Switch off ‘! Leave your caravan on-site so you can
relax and enjoy the tranquility, great family environment and hot natural
mineral pools throughout the year. Ask at the Office for further information
about the benefits of keeping your van on-site long-term.
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Speed: Maximum speed in the park is 5km/h.

Bikes: We ask all cyclists to wear helmets. For the safety of children
and pedestrians, no riding between the park entrance and trampoline area
or around buildings.

Smoking: Is not permitted in units or in facilities (kitchen, toilet blocks,
laundry, pools, TV lounge & games room).

TV Lounge: Open until 10:00pm.
Games Room: Open from 8:30am to 9.30pm.

Trampoline: Open from 8:30am to 8.00pm - one person at a time
please.

Dump Station: On Northern side of pools - all caravan and motor
home waste water here please.

Dogs: We are a dog-free camp. Please respect this and advise your
visitors also.

After Hours Emergencies: There is a intercom outside the
Reception in the event of an emergency.
